The National Disability Insurance Scheme (NDIS) began rolling out across Western
Australia from 1 July 2017. The National Disability Insurance Agency (NDIA) will
assume responsibility for the NDIS in WA from 1 July 2018. All eligible people will
have access to the scheme by 2020.

All people with disability aged less than 65 years, who live in an area where the NDIS
operates, are encouraged to test their eligibility for the Scheme. Contact your nearest local
coordination office to begin your eligibility assessment.
